OUR LITURGY We Keep in our Prayers 

4TH SUNDAY OF LENT MARCH 14, 2021

Fourth Sunday of Lent 
March 14, 2021 

“Live as children of light, for light produces every 
kind of goodness and righteousness and truth. Try 
to learn what is pleasing to the Lord. Take no part 
in the fruitless works of darkness; rather expose 
them, for it is shameful even to menƟon the things 
done by them in secret; but everything exposed by 
the light becomes visible, for everything that 
becomes visible is light.” 
St. Paul was quite clear and insisted that God is the giŌ 
giver of light and we are the beneficiaries. We use the 
word grace, but what is it? 
Grace is the very life of God, offered to us as a giŌ, and 
accepted by us. We yearn to have the light of the Lord 
live in us. The sacraments in our church are channels of 
God’s grace. Each of the sacraments offers us light and 
strength through the giŌ of grace. So even though we 
were once in darkness we have the hope of the light in 
the Lord.  Paul says it simply: ‘Awake, O sleeper, and arise 
from the dead, and Christ will give you light.’

Lent asks us all to renew our bap-
Ɵsmal promises by studying our 
acƟons in contrast to how we are 

responding in our lives. It is an opportunity to say; 
Do I reject sin and Satan, and refuse to be mastered 
by the glamour of sin and evil so as to live in the free-
dom of God's children?   
Do I believe in God, the Father Almighty, creator of 
heaven and earth?    
Do I believe in Jesus Christ his only Son, our Lord,  
who was born of the Virgin Mary, suffered death, and 
was buried, rose again from the dead,  
and is seated at the right hand of the Father?   
Do I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Catholic 
Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of 
sins, the resurrecƟon of the body, and life everlasƟng?  
Can I say “I do.” to these quesƟons? This is our faith, 
the Faith the Church, are we proud to profess it 
through Christ Jesus our Lord.  Where do I evidence 
my faithfulness and where do I struggle.

     Days of Fast and AbsƟnence.  Limit of one full meal 
on these days for all between the ages of 18 and 59 
inclusive. 
Days of AbsƟnence (All Fridays in Lent): 
     All who have reached their 14th year are bound to 
abstain totally from meat. 
Week Days of Lent: 
     There is no obligaƟon to fast.  However, voluntary 
acts of self-denial are recommended. 
Easter Duty ObligaƟon: 
     The Bishop has extended the dispensaƟon for re-
ceiving the Sacrament of ReconciliaƟon and Holy Com-
munion during the Easter Season— but reminds all to 
try to receive  from  the First Sunday of Lent, to Trinity 
Sunday, May 30, 2021.
