WEEKLY REFLECTION
FROM OUR PASTOR

"If you knew the gift of God, and who is saying to you,
‘Give me a drink, ‘you would have asked him, and he
would have given you living water.”

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

We are in the third week of Lent. A journey has already
been made. It is important that we can see what
progress has been made; where we need to improve.
Nothing better than the Sunday liturgy to brighten our
week.

There are two options of readings for the third, fourth,
and fifth Sundays of Lent. For the churches that have no
catechumens or candidates who will receive the
sacraments at the Easter Vigil, the readings this year are
taken from the year C in the liturgical calendar of the
Church. In the case of those churches that have
catechumens or candidates, the readings are from year A
(these will talk about the Samaritan woman at the well,
the healing of the blind man and Lazarus’ resurrection).
These three Gospels guide us through the meaning of the
sacraments.

Because we have a good number of RCIA students in our
parish, the Gospel we are reading today is about the
Samaritan woman at the well.

Jesus presents himself as the living water that satiates
our thirst. Lent is a time of desert, spiritual thirst. In Jesus
we are satiated for good.

In the end of our Gospel today the people of Samaria
said to Jesus they no longer believe in him because of
what she had said, but because they have seen and
heard for themselves. This is the experience we are
invited to live during Lent, even if we came to this point
guided by someone else, we are invited to have our own
personal experience of Jesus.

My dear friends, in a little more than two weeks we will
be celebrating the greatest demonstration of God’s love
for each one of us, our Lord’s passion. We have been
offering  different moments and opportunities
(Confessions, Stations of the Cross, Adoration, Masses,
etc.) for you to live this Lenten season well. Do not take
this moment for granted. Also, there are many different
ways to help our parish community and our brothers and
sisters (there are ministries, organizations, movements)
in our parish that help you fulfill the three pillars of Lent
(Prayer, Fasting, Almsgiving). If you are not part of any of
the programs we have in church, | leave here my
invitation for you.

Blessings to all.
Please pray for me and be sure of my prayers for you.

NUESTRA LITURGIA

"Si conocieras el don de Dios, y quién te dice: 'Dame
de beber', tu le habrias pedido, y él te habria dado
aguaviva".

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Estamos en la tercera semana de cuaresma, ya hemos
caminado mas de la mitad de nuestra jornada, es
importante que podamos ver en qué hemos avanzado,
en qué debemos mejorar, y nada mejor que la liturgia
dominical para alegrar nuestra semana.
