“Whoever loves me will keep my word.”
Dear Brothers and Sisters,

The theme of last Sunday was the love manifested in
dedication to others. The reading ended saying that this
love was the expression of an inner experience, a deeper
relationship with God. This was the Farewell discourse of
Jesus.

Today Jesus tells us what this intimate experience
means: “Whoever loves me will keep my word,

and my Father will love him, and we will come to him
and make our dwelling with him”, this is our identity,
being inhabited, embraced and loved by God.

This intimacy is created when we accept that God dwells
in the depths of us in our mind, heart, and soul.

Jesus often says: “Be not afraid.” Or like today he says:
“do not let your hearts be troubled”. He reminds us of
the unity among the 3 persons of the Holy Trinity: “I and
the Father are one...and the Holy Spirit...the Father will
send in my name...”. We too are called to live this same
identification. To make us one with God, discovering
Him in us, becoming aware of this presence. This is the
source of all spiritual experience, and it brings peace.
