PASTOR’S WEEKLY REFLECTION  
17TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME JULY 25, 2021 

“A large crowd followed him, because they saw the 
signs he was performing on the sick” John 6:2  

Dear Brothers and Sisters, today the church 
worldwide celebrates the First World day for the 
Grandparents and the Elderly.  
Pope Francis said in one of his messages: "I am with 
you always" (cf. Mt 28:20) is the promise that the 
Lord made to his disciples before ascending to 
heaven; and today it repeats it to you too, dear 
grandfather and dear grandmother. Yes, to you! "I am 
with you every day" are also the words that I, Bishop 
of Rome and elderly like you, would like to address to 
you on the occasion of this first World Day for 
Grandparents and Elderly People: the whole Church is 
in solidarity with you – or rather, with us –, cares 
about you, loves you and doesn't want to leave you 
abandoned. 
This World Day brings to my mind my grandparents 
and many of those advanced in age who have been 
part of my history and my mission.  
So many things, I have learned from them, and 
conƟnue learning every day.  
My Grandfather used to be the link for the family 
regarding our faith. No one would go to bed before 
saying the rosary. No one could miss Sunday masses. 
He had a dream of one of his children becoming a 
priest, and on my ordinaƟon day he gave an interview 
that his dream was fulfilled with his grandson (I was 
very happy seeing his happiness.). 
I am sure that among those 5000 people who 
gathered around Jesus many of them were elderly 
and grandparents not only searching for healing (the 
ones who were sick), but also praying for their 
families and seeing in Jesus some hope. 
This pandemic brought a sad feeling of abandonment. 
Not being able to see those we love was a biƩer taste 
for everyone. So many of our elderly suffered from 
loneliness.  
Jesus helps us to feel as one family.  
Today we want to come together, to say to our 
elderly that they are not alone, we are one family. 
Around the table of communion, we are fed by the 
same Lord who fed more than 5000. We want to 
share our love for them, because they are the root 
and the pillars of our community.  
We are blessed to have a community which is filled 
with children, young adults, adults, and wiser, older 
adults. 
All ages make our parish rich in its 
diversity. 
Blessings to all. 
Please pray for me and be sure of my 
prayers for you.

3RD EXCERPT FROM POPE FRANCIS’ MESSAGE  
ON CELEBRATING WORLD DAY FOR GRANDPAR-

ENTS AND THE ELDERLY ~ JULY 25TH 
...It makes no difference how old you are, whether you 
sƟll work or not, whether you are alone or have a family, 
whether you became a grandmother or grandfather at a 
young age or later, whether you are sƟll independent or 
need assistance. Because there is no reƟrement age from 
the work of proclaiming the Gospel and handing down 
tradiƟons to your grandchildren. You just need to set out 
and undertake something new.  
At this crucial moment in history, you have a renewed 
vocaƟon. You may wonder: How this can be possible? My 
energy is running out and I don't think I can do much. 
How can I begin to act differently when habit is so much a 
part of my life? How can I devote myself to those who are 
poor when I am already so concerned about my family? 
How can I broaden my vision when I can't even leave the 
residence where I live? Isn't my solitude already a suffi-
ciently heavy burden? How many of you are asking just 
that quesƟon: isn't my solitude already a sufficiently 
heavy burden? Jesus himself heard a similar quesƟon 
from Nicodemus, who asked, "How can a man be born 
when he is old?" (Jn 3:4). It can happen, the Lord replies, 
if we open our hearts to the working of the Holy Spirit, 
who blows where he wills. The Holy Spirit whose freedom 
is such that goes wherever, and does whatever, he wills.  
As I have oŌen observed, we will not emerge from the 
present crisis as we were before, but either beƩer or 
worse. And "God willing ... this may prove not to be just 
another tragedy of history from which we learned noth-
ing ... If only we might keep in mind all those elderly per-
sons who died for lack of respirators ... If only this im-
mense sorrow may not prove useless, but enable us to 
take a step forward towards a new style of life. If only we 
might discover once for all that we need one another, and 
that in this way our human frailty can experience a re-
birth" (Fratelli Tuƫ, 35). No one is saved alone. We are all 
indebted to one another. We are all brothers and sisters.  
Given this, I want to tell you that you are needed in order 
to help build, in fraternity and social friendship, the world 
of tomorrow: the world in which we, together with our 
children and grandchildren, will even now be at our side, 
caring for us. These kinds of memory can help to build a 
more humane and welcoming world. Without memory, 
however, we will never be able to build; without a foun-
daƟon, we can never build a house. Never. And the foun-
daƟon of life is memory. Finally, prayer. As my predeces-
sor, Pope Benedict, himself a saintly elderly person who 
conƟnues to pray and work for the Church, once said: 
"the prayer of the elderly can protect the world, helping it 
perhaps more effecƟvely than the freneƟc acƟvity of 
many others."
