Weelely “Reflection

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
July 26, 2020

“Jesus said to his disciples: The kingdom of
heaven is like a treasure buried in a field, which
a person finds and hides again and out of joy
goes and sells all he has and buys that field.
Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a
merchant searching for fine pearls. When he
finds a pearl of great price he goes and sells all
he has and buys it.”

The Gospel continues to tell us parables about the
Kingdom of God and how to act in it. Last Sunday, it
was about the wheat and the yeast. Today the
Liturgy presents us, the treasure, the pearl and the
net. Finding the treasure of truth and justice in our
time is a process that requires a commitment to
God, the family, the community and to the individual
person himself. The parables are a catechesis that
indicate the way to go out and find what is wanted.

And the Lord continues narrating. After the story of
the merchant looking for fine pearls. ” And now,
that of the fish. “A net that has been cast into the
sea and that collects fish of all kinds. When it is full,
the fishermen take it to the shore, sit down, choose
the good fish, put them in baskets and throw away
the ones that are not useful ”. (Matthew 13: 44-48).

Let us ask the Lord, in this Eucharist, to give us the
wisdom of Solomon to find the treasures that lead
us to live as brothers and sisters in these times of
crisis that are being lived in different parts of the
world. Let us remember that the best treasure is
friendship with God and whoever has it has it all.
Solomon and Saint Paul in today's readings confirm
this.
