OUR LITURGY

Weelely “Reflection

October 4, 2020
27th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Throughout the Bible narrative, the "vineyard" is
symbolic of the history of Israel. The prophet Isaiah
demonstrates this with his song of the vineyard.

“Let me now sing of my friend,
my friend's song concerning his vineyard.
My friend had a vineyard
on a fertile hillside;
he spaded it, cleared it of stones,
and planted the choicest vines;
within it he built a watchtower,
and hewed out a wine press.
Then he looked for the crop of grapes,
but what it yielded was wild grapes " (Isaiah 5:1-2).

The song reflects the dilemma of good and evil, of
faith and infidelity. This is reflected in the first
reading and also in the Gospel. We are the vineyard
of God, (both the people of Israel then, and the
world community today).

God always expects conversion and faithfulness of
his people. That is why he sent the prophets to
remind them of their infidelities. The vineyard

owner is God. In a thousand and one ways, He is
present for humanity to turn their lives toward Him.

Isn't that what we have been asked to do because of
the coronavirus? Pope Francis insists that in the
midst of everything we are experiencing, is the
"new wine vineyard of mercy". The Pope continues.
"The urgency to respond with good fruits, to the call
of the Lord, who calls us to become his vineyard,
helps us to understand what is new and original in
Christianity." (Vatican Radio).

What does God ask of us at this time of
rearrangement in the world due to the suffering of
the pandemic? What am | willing to give to alleviate
the suffering of others?
