OUR LITURGY

October 18, 2020
29th Sunday in Ordinary
Time

The Pharisees conspired
against Jesus to get him to clarify about paying taxes
to Caesar. They were looking for a way to catch him
somehow. They set a trap for him to fall into.
However, the wisdom of Jesus is revealed in this
situation. The answer to the question was clear and
concise, without anything muddy. "Return, then, to
Caesar the things of Caesar, and to God what
belongs to God." (Matthew 22:21). They wanted
him to say something wrong, so that they could
accuse him to the Roman authority, and thus get
him out of the way. His answer makes it clear that
money is only for the living and that money does not
reach heaven. Nobody takes treasures when they
die. Faith is what saves, and true worship of God.

What then is the message? What should we learn
from this lesson? We need to know that God also
has rights. To give back to God what is rightfully his
is to fulfill his commandments. Consider the great
commandment: to love God with your whole heart
and to love your neighbor as yourself. How? This
time is a time of trial. Let us ask, by participating in
the Eucharist, to renew our commitment as the
baptized to participate in the mission that Jesus has
entrusted to us. Evangelizing, by example, to
suffering people in this time of pandemic with
compassion and joyful service --- not with words but
with deeds. The lesson is simply to give back to God
what is due, just as Jesus said to the people of his
time, He today reminds us.
