Weelely “Reflection

Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time
November 8, 2020
“We do not want you to be unaware, brothers and
sisters, about those who have fallen asleep, so that
you may not grieve like the rest, who have no
hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and rose, so
too will God, through Jesus, bring with him those
who have fallen asleep... Therefore, stay awake,
for you know neither the day nor the hour.”

In our tradition, we remember this month the holy
souls. We profess our part in the communion of
saints. Last week was All Saints day. We direct our
prayer to those awaiting entrance into glory and
those who live with the Lord. We who live our faith,
pray for others and ask the saints to intercede for
us. During this calendar year, constantly reminded
of the coronavirus, we have reason to pray for the
thousands caught in the web which trapped us. Paul
did not say we cannot grieve, but we grieve with
hope, aware of the promise which Jesus has made
for us. The events of the past year are a ‘wake up
call’ to live the life of grace, seek forgiveness in the
Sacrament of Reconciliation and the Eucharist, to
put our lives in order. If away from confession and
the sacraments for a time, know that this is the
moment. How many called home to the Lord this
year, never considered how close was the Lord to
their final meeting? Act upon the word today.

“Be convinced that you have a crucial part in securing
peace!” In his October encyclical, “FRATELLI TUTTI “, the
pope delves into the “art and architecture” that builds
peace and universal fraternity. Pope Francis studies “the
symptoms of an unhealthy society” in this encyclical and has
an alternative proposal: “a way of life marked by the flavor
of the Gospel.” Amid the “noisy potpourri of facts and opin-
ions” present in today’s world, Pope Francis suggests re-
spectful dialogue and proposes that we answer with “a new
vision of fraternity and social friendship.”

A MESSAGE FROM THE
BISHOP’S DESK:

The COVID pandemic will not

take away Christmas 2020! It

will, however, change the way

we celebrate it, especially in

our churches and parishes, if

current circumstances continue

as they are or worsen. Because COVID is a highly
contagious airborne virus, the prospect of large (or
larger than usual) crowds gathering indoors this win-
ter for long periods of time without ample ventilation
and proper social distancing, as well as the necessity
to sanitize churches between Masses, Christmas Eve
and Christmas Day Mass schedules will be affected,
especially in parishes where there is only a single pas-
tor or priest assigned. The COVID pandemic’s maxi-
mum one-third occupancy restrictions in churches
coupled with the need for social distancing will limit
the space available for parishioners to attend Christ-
mas Mass as usual. Church schedules will also have
to accommodate required cleaning. Parishes will de-
termine the number and times of Christmas Masses
they will be able to offer this year. Please listen for
announcements or check parish websites for sched-
ules.

None of us want the restrictions or adjustments we
have had to make because of the COVID pandem-
ic. Please God, it will end soon. Although different
from past Christmases, parishes will do their very
best to assist the faithful in celebrating the Lord’s
birth with faith and joy.
