WEEKLY REFLECTION

FROM OUR PASTOR

"... Rejoice in the Lord always. | shall say it
again: rejoice!” (Phil 4:4)
Dear brothers and sisters,

Today we celebrate the third Sunday of Advent which is
called “Gaudete Sunday.” “Gaudete” means “Rejoice!”
and this is what Saint Paul calls us to do today in our
second Reading: “Rejoice in the Lord always!”.

We should rejoice in the Lord every day of our life no
matter the circumstances we are going through.

Before coming to Lakewood, | was the pastor of the
parish of Blessed Sacrament-Our Lady of the Divine
Shepherd in Trenton, NJ. It was an African American
parish that later merged with Sacred Heart parish in
Trenton. There is a motto that they used, and | started
using it too for the beginning of my masses, | would say:
“God is good” and they would answer: “All the time” ...

Today we are also reminded that Christmas is near. |
always tell people: “do not forget Christ this Christmas”,
many times we are caught up with the sales and dinners
and parties that we forget the essential or the “reason
for the season” which is Christ himself.

Our gospel for today has the image of John the Baptist
giving us a list of things we can do to be prepared for his
coming: “Whoever has two cloaks, should share with the
person who has none. And whoever has food should do
likewise... Do not practice extortion,

do not falsely accuse anyone...”

Those are good suggestions for everyone who is called
Christian.

| also want to thank everyone who participated in our
Guadalupe Pilgrimage, it was beautiful. | am sure that our
Mother Mary is very happy with our community.

Today is her feast, today is our Parish Feast, Our Lady of
Guadalupe, Virgin of Guadalupe, the Queen and Mother
of the Americas — (a title given by Pope Benedict XIV and
Pope Pius X, who proclaimed her as Patroness of Mexico
and of the whole of Latin America, and as Pope John Paul
Il used to say: “Hail, Mother of Mexico!
